Pastor’s Notes
     The Ark, a coffer covered in gold, which was sheltered under a tent, signified God’s visible Divine Presence accompanying His people from the very beginning of their history, till the temple was built. The young and the inexperienced Samuel might have slept “unknowingly” before the Divine Presence’ as a young child, he did not distinguish the “voice” of the caller that was why he ran to his master, Eli. In our busy confusing and noisy world do we hear and distinguish God’s voice? To hear God’s voice we need not only some external silence but also some internal silence. Thoughts can never be busy while expecting to hear God.
     Secondly, whenever the word VOCATION is mentioned, most people think only about the ministerial priesthood and the religious life. Samuel was consecrated before birth. By baptism or rebirth, God has uniquely called each one of us, consecrating each one of us to Himself. Each one of us therefore, called and consecrated. A call demands a response and a mission, a responsibility, some sacrifices, a dedication and relationship.
     It took Eli, the master, some time to discover what was happening in Samuel’s life. It takes time, some reflection and prayer to discern. Taking a decision upon impulse we make mistakes, regretting later in life. Parents have to guide their children to make lasting decisions. They cannot fulfill their role without living faithfully in their loving marriage relationship. Christian marriages are different. They are sacred.
      As Members of the Body of Christ, we are called to holiness. The body being the temple of God should not by any means be an object of pleasure. Loving relationship implies self-giving not a selfish self-ascertain. In God’s divine presence, there is a difference between love and lust.
